HOUSEHOLD SAVINGS
HAVE been on the decline
overthelast fewyearsandasa
resultastormisbrewing over
retirement in India.

A survey by PGIM India
Mutual Fund and Nielsen has
thrown up a worrying trend
— more than 51% Indians
who participated in the sur-
vey stated that they had not
planned for retirement at all.
With average life spans
increasing and traditional
family structures collapsing,
Indians heading for retire-
ment are aworried lot.

According to the PGIM
India Mutual Fund Retire-
ment Readiness Survey 2020,
priorities such as children
and spousal security aswell as
fitness along with lifestyle
ranked higher than retire-
ment. Urban Indians are also
saving and investing less,
allocating nearly 59% of
income to current expenses.

Additionally, the survey
report revealed, “Nielsen’s
survey finds that allocation of
household income to savings
and investments has fallen
from 349% to 30% over the
past two years. This is
reflected in the stagnation in
household savings over the
last decade. Between 2011
and 2012, and 2017 and
2018, India's domestic sav-
ings rate fell from 34.6% of
GDPto 30.5% of GDP.The fall
in the household savings rate

alternative
investment
fund rules

MARKETS REGULATOR SEBI
hasamended norms pertaining
toalternative investment funds
(ATFs), including defining rele-
vant professional qualifications.

Under the new norms, qual-
ification and experience criteria
of the investment team may be
fulfilled individually or collec-
tivelybypersonnel of key invest-
ment team of the manager.

The move comes after the
board of Sebi approved amend-
mentsinthisregard. Inanotifi-
cation on Monday, theregulator
said keyinvestment team of the
manager of AIF needed to have
adequate experience, with at
least one key personnel having
at least five years of experience
inadvising ormanaging pools of
capital or asset or wealth or in
the business of buying, selling
and dealing of securities.

Besides,such keyinvestment
teams need to have at least one
keypersonnel with professional
qualificationin finance,accoun-
tancy, business management,
commerce, economics, capital
market orbanking fromarecog-
nised institution. “The require-
ments of experience and profes-
sional qualification...mayalsobe
fulfilled by the samekey person-
nel,” Sebinoted.

The regulator said the man-
ager would be responsible for
investment decisions of the AIF,
provided that such manager
constitutesaninvestment com-
mittee to approve the invest-
ment decisions.

was even greater,from 23.6%
to 17.2%.(savings in physical
assets saw the sharpest fall,
from 15.9% of GDP to
10.3%).” Lesser savings have
made Indians anxious about
their future.

The survey highlighted
that elements such as break-
up of joint families, presence
or absence of alternate
sources of income and fear of
dependence on children in
old age were playing impor-
tant roles in people’s atti-
tudes to retirement.

Joint family units foster a
greater sense of financial
security and freedom with
around 89% respondents liv-
ing in joint families reported
feeling financially secure.

Conversely, only 64% of
those who lived in nuclear
families said they felt finan-
cially secure. However, the
decline of the joint family
system is driving Indians to
want to become more finan-
cially self-sufficient, accord-
ing to the survey.

What’s concerning is that
more than 51% Indians who
participated in the survey
stated that they had not
planned for retirement at all.
More worryingly, 42% nei-
ther have an alternative
income source norany retire-
ment plans, the report
showed.

According to the PGIM
India Mutual Fund Retire-
ment Readiness Survey 2020,
the incidence of retirement
planning increases as
incomes rise with 62% of
those earning ¥50,000 to
75,000 have retirement
plans mapped out, whereas
only 449% of those earning
320,000 to ¥50,000 have a
retirement plan.

These figures underline
how Indians may be willing to
fund their retirement corpus
from surplus income, but are
less likely to do so by sacrific-
ing current expenses.

Additionally,barely one in
five Indians consider infla-
tion while planning for retire-

ment and 41% of respon-
dents said they had chan-
nelled their retirement
investments on lifeinsurance
while 37% preferred fixed
deposits.

Similarly, 48% respon-
dents were not even aware of
the amount required to
maintain a decent lifestyle
after retirement whereas
529 are aware of the corpus
required.

Also, 65% of Indians said
advice on retirement plans
from employers would
increase loyalty to the organ-
isation.

The report concluded that
a storm was brewing over
retirement in India and that
rising incomes should see
retirement planning and
allotment picking up but, in
the meantime, people are vul-
nerable.

Ajit Menon, CEO, PGIM
India Mutual Fund, said, “As
the onus lies on the financial
service industry, we have to
continue to refine and inno-
vateretirement solutions.The
insights from this study will
help us serve our consumers
better. As employers, we can
do more to help our employ-
ees through sustained
encouragementand inculcate
in them the habit of financial
planning which could help
them secure their future.

The other key focus area
would be creating mass aware-
ness around the necessity for
retirement planning, financial
freedom and security.”

DESPITE ADMITTING THAT
2020 is to witness the worst
recessionary conditions in the
world economy, it came as a
pleasantsurprisetofindthatthe
global GDP for the current fiscal
year has been estimated by IMF
at(-)4.4% — 0.8% moreascom-
pared to the projected level of
GDP four months ago. To give
credence to these estimates, it is
seen that the advanced econ-
omies have been projected to
have their GDPs to grow by (-)
5.8%,whichisaclear2.3% more
compared to June estimates.
The emerging and develop-
ing economies are projected to
grow by (-) 1.7%, which is a
drop by 0.9% from the earlier
estimates. As this category

includes China, slated to grow
by 1.9% in the currentyear —a
clear 0.9% more thanwhatwas
estimated in June —itisappar-
ent that other emerging and
developing economies are to
de-growbyalargerextent than
what was projected earlier.
IMF has projected a bleak
scenario forIndia,estimated to
grow by (-) 10.3% and this is
lower by 5.8% as projected in
June. Recently, RBI estimates
have projected India’s GDP in
FY21tode-growbyalowerrate
at 9.1% to emphasise the ben-
efits of January-March, the
post-lockdown period.
Onemajorfactoraccounting
forthedifferential trend of GDP
estimates for the advanced and
emerging and developing
economiesis theabilitytospend
funds for social sectors (health,
education, water supply and
sanitation, digital infra) and to
undertake investment forbuild-
ing infrastructure (roads, rail-
ways, ports, airports, irrigation,
oil and gas transportation) to
create income opportunities.

It is acknowledged that the
fiscal spaceavailable forthe two
economic categories widely
varies.The public debt asa per-
centage of GDP for the
advanced economies mayreach
125-1329% of GDP but the
repayment is counted at a very
low and even at negative inter-
est rate, while the same for
emerging economies on an
average pegged at 65-80% of
GDP would make repayment
calculated at a much higher
interest rate difficult to bear.

A strong case nevertheless
has been made for enhancing
public investment. Studies
have shown that 1% rise in
high quality publicinvestment
generates confidence in the
economy to promote private
investment by 10% and con-
tributesa 2.7%rise in GDP.

Publicinvestmentalsohelps
employment to grow by 1.2%,
both in traditional and new
emerging sectors. The rate of
unemployment in advanced
countries pegged at 3.5-5% is
higher in the emerging econ-

omies especiallyafter the Covid-
19 pandemic.The publicinvest-
ment in roads, railways, ports
and housing (affordable hous-
ingandrented accommodation
forthe migrantworkers)in India
hasa good employment poten-
tial. However, the new normal
scenario has made us conscious
of the fact that fresh jobs in the
traditional areas (retail, con-
struction, textile, food process-
ing) would be shrinking unless
combined with digital literacy.

There may be a perceptible
shift of jobs to e-commerce,
whichwould requireanewset of
learning.Thereisanurgent need
for training and skilling for the
innumerable numbers of youth
entering the job market every
year in India and to prepare
them to become employable in
the emerging segments.

The values of vocational
training are to be inculcated on
animmediatebasisin the peda-
gogy to enhance the worth of
these candidates in the emerg-
ing segments of the economy.
